Obtain signature and approval from Stanford University Office of the University Registrar. Return form to the e. 
Student Services Center (contact information above).

A new application is required for each quarter at Stanford University. 2. 
Exchange students attending exchange program pay all tuition and fees to their Home school only.3. 

UCSF is on the quarter system, and credits typically correspond to Stanford quarter units.a. 
UC Berkeley is on the semester system. Stanford is on the quarter system, One Stanford unit counts as .67 b. 
UCB semester unit. For example, a 3 unit course at Stanford would correspond to 2 units at UCB. Consult the 
Graduate Division for further information (see contact below).
